St Margaret’s School – Proposed measures for Ferncroft Avenue & Platt’s Lane/Kidderpore Avenue junction, NW3.  
I am writing to seek your views on the Council’s proposal to implement a series of measures to improve road safety along Ferncroft Avenue, benefitting the pupils attending St Margaret’s School as well as local residents. 

The school has raised concerns with the speed of vehicles travelling along Ferncroft Avenue and the lack of a safe crossing point for pupils travelling to and from the school.
Council officers met with representatives of St Margaret’s School to discuss their safety concerns and following this and a number of site visits undertaken during school opening and closing periods, arrived at a series of measures to help address these concerns. These are proposed below and indicated on the drawing overleaf: 

· Widen the footway and provide a zebra crossing close to the schools main entrance on Ferncroft Avenue close to the junction with Kidderpore Gardens. 
· Remove the ‘School Keep Clear’ road markings located outside the schools main entrance.  These will be replaced with the zebra crossing zig zag markings.  
· Build out the footway on both sides of the road on Kidderpore Avenue at the junction with Platt’s Lane. This will help narrow the road and reduce the crossing distance. 
Please note that there will be a loss of 1 residents’ parking as a result of this scheme.
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The Council would be pleased to hear your views on the proposed measures.
