Two stage right turn for cyclists
This allows cyclists to safely turn right in two steps without having to wait in a vulnerable
position in the middle of the road. The blue arrows below shows where the cyclist would go
and when they would wait at the lights (show by blue crosses). At each step there is a traffic
light to show the cyclists when it is safe to move.
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
